Equitable Access — Grange Answers The Call

If one phrase could sum up the
legislative call to action of the
Grange from its earliest days, it’s
that, equitable access. Ensuring that
every American home receives mail
to their door, electricity, phone ser-
vice, that rural individuals are pro-
vided the same quality of education
and healthcare, and that today (and
for the past 20 years), broadband
internet be made available to ev-
ery home and business regardless
of geography — these issues are
where consistently you will hear the
Grange’s voice.

However, broadband expansion
to rural homes through landline,
fiber, or new technologies such as
small-cells, is not the only barrier to
access. For rural America — which
experts prove over and over is, as
a whole, older, sicker, and poorer
than its urban and suburban coun-
terparts — affordability is also an
issue. While we’ve made our voice
heard for two decades on the infra-
structure component, and have be-
come a leader so much so that Na-
tional Grange President Betsy Huber
has for several years served on the
FCC’s Broadband Deployment Ad-
visory Committee, today we’re add-
ing an action step for Granges to
share information with their neigh-
bors who struggle to afford access.

The National Grange recently
partnered with the Oregon Institute
for a Better Way and together we
have been awarded a grant from then
FCC to raise awareness in commu-
nities like those our Granges serve
about the FCC’s Affordable Connec-
tivity Program (ACP).

The ACP provides a subsidy for

eligible low-income individuals and
households — those falling at or be-
low 200% of the federal poverty line
or are already qualified for another
government assistance program
such as Social Security Insurance,
Medicaid, SNAP, or Veteran’s Pen-
sion — to their participating internet

service provider.

Providers were initially the main
communicator, telling their custom-
ers about the program. However, the
FCC realized this method did not
bring the message about the program
to many of those who were qualified

and, in response, established their
first ever grant to provide organiza-
tions like the Grange the tools nec-
essary to get information out to
communities they serve.

Specifically, the grant awarded
to the Grange and our partner, the
Oregon Institute, allows us to create
and provide free print materials and
signs to Granges that can be used
in Grange Halls, in public locations
throughout their community, at fairs,
festivals and other events they are
already attending to inform people
about potential eligibility for month-
ly service savings and a one-time
discount for an internet-ready de-
vice, such as a laptop or tablet. The
partnership also brings an incredible
resource of community navigators
— individuals who will be assigned
to assist Granges in identifying and
preparing for events, ordering sup-
plies, tracking reach of materials,
and more. Navigators — all of whom
are Grange members — may also be
available to attend events and assist
with information booths or provide
technological assistance for on-site
sign-ups for eligible individuals.

Granges who participate in this

community service project by hand-
ing out small cards about the pro-
gram to people who drop by fair
stands or info booths, who partner
with local schools to provide info
sheets to parents, who place posters
or signs up in central locations in
their community, who hang a banner
on their hall if it is on a well-traveled
street, or perform outreach in any
other creative ways, may receive a
financial incentive on top of the free
material. Specialized material may
be available for very large events or
outreach opportunities.

Also, when working with their
navigator, we may be able to deter-
mine how needs for the local Grange
may be met through other grants,
potential partnerships, and more.

This exempt membership can be al-
lowed only until the child is no lon-
ger in school (H.S. or college) and
only until their 23rd birthday. After
that they become dues paying indi-
vidual members and no longer in the
family membership.

I can use my family as an example.
My two sons and daughters in-law
are Grange members and two of my
grandchildren are members. Harry
and I do not qualify for a family
membership, because none of our

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us anymore. Each son does qualify
for family membership because they
each have one child (Age 14-23) liv-
ing at home, who are in school, and
are Grange members. Therefore,
they pay for two memberships and
the third is exempt. They each have
a family membership.

There are two sections of the Na-
tional Grange Digest of Laws that
explains this. Remember this does
not include state dues or your lo-
cal dues:

4.8.2 (B) A family shall consist of
a couple and their dependents, or a
single person and their dependents.
Dependents are defined as children,
grandchildren, great grandchildren,
foster, adopted, or step-children
under the age of 23, who live as a
member of the same household or in
absence due to illness, education, or
military service. Legal dependents
of any age shall be considered part
of their legal guardians’ family. (C)
At such time as a member no longer
qualifies as a dependent or becomes
a single member, the status of the
member shall be as an individual
with no interruption of their mem-
bership.

8.6.1 Each State Grange shall pay
to the National Grange the following
annual membership dues (B) Subor-
dinate annual dues of fourteen dol-
lars ($14.00) per member of which
three dollars fifty cents ($3.50) is to
be paid quarterly or twenty-eight
dollars ($28.00) annually for a fam-
ily of which seven dollars ($7.00) is
to be paid quarterly beginning Jan-
uary 1, 2015.

The following are the Bills (of
consequence) passed by the Colorado
legislature and signed into law from
January 1, 2023 through May, 2023.

Technical Modification To
Department Of Early Childhood

Title 26.5 of the Colorado Revised
Statutes relates primarily to early
childhood programs and services. In
2022, the general assembly enacted
House Bill 22-1295, which estab-
lished the duties of the department of
early childhood (department), relo-
cated early childhood programs from
the departments of human services
and education to the department, and
created the Colorado universal pre-
school program in the department.

Improved Outcomes
Persons Behavioral Health

The bill creates a behavioral health
treatment voucher pilot program to
allow persons experiencing a behav-
ioral health crisis who cannot find
treatment with a behavioral health
administration safety net provider to
receive a voucher to use for payment
with a private treatment provider
(provider). The provider submits the
voucher to the appropriate regional
behavioral health administrative ser-
vice organization for reimbursement.

False Reporting Of Emergency

The bill adds that the false re-
porting of a mass shooting or active
shooter in a public or private place
or vehicle that transports people or
property is a class 6 felony.

What Homeowners Want And

Studies have been released which

analyze projects to determine which
ones will get Homeowners the high-
est return on investment (ROI) when
selling, and survey homebuyers on
what they’re looking for in a home.

The report found that the project
bringing the highest return is a
kitchen refresh, with a 377% ROI:
If a homeowner spends $15,000 to
update their kitchen, they can expect
to sell for an additional $71,559 to a
$56,550 profit.

The data also shows that refresh-
ing key areas of a home, like kitchen
and bathroom, delivers higher re-
turns than full remodels. A bathroom
refresh has 256% ROI, and a full
bathroom remodel has a 120% ROL.

Sellers often have the misconcep-
tion that putting work into a home
means they need to fully renovate
their homes before listing, but sim-
ple refreshes in your kitchen or
to your floors actually have much
higher returns and take less work.
In a competitive housing market, it
is important for agents and sellers to
work to attract potential buyers and
make a home stand out.

The housing market has slowed
significantly since last year. Home
sales this April were 23% lower than
last April, meaning the buyer frenzy
is over.

Billy Greer has a falconry license
and he is working under a wildlife
rehab/education license and he will
get his rehab/education license when
he turns 18 in June 2024. The proj-
ect is to create hawk houses that can
house birds (raptors) needing reha-
bilitation before returning them to
the wild.

According to the Colorado Wild-
life Rehabilitation License Holders
public list, there are only two sourc-
es for rehabilitation of raptors in our
local area (The Department of Wild-
life and Southwest Avian Protection
Services).

In preparation for reaching the age
required by the department of wild-
life for Billy to apply and qualify for
a license Billy has a plan to obtain
a shipping container (40’ long with
side opening doors) which would
be sectioned into five sections that
will be 8 wide, utilizing the space
most efficiently as four pens and a
supply room. Each pen would have a
weathering area (chicken run) which
would be built out of panels (8’x 4’
wide) that are framed with 2x4’s and
hardware cloth, which will be held

Once funding and materials are
obtained it will take approximately
one month to get the facility ready
for inspection by the Colorado De-
partment of Wildlife.
